Honoring Joe Herndon

The Raytown Three Trails Kiwanis Club has chosen to name an annual golf tournament in honor and appreciation of Joe Herndon.
Proceeds from the tournament will be used for service projects to benefit children in the Raytown School District.

Mr. Herndon was a valued and endeared Raytown $chools superintendent from 1945-1974; the enroliment growing from 1,350 in
1945 to 8,920 today, and staff growing from 33 to 1,300. In 1946, Mr. Herndon became a founding member of the First Kiwanis Club in
Raytown, and for the next forty years he maintained perfect attendance in the club while serving the needs of children in the
community.

Mr. Herndon attended Maryville State College, Maryville, Missouri, and then transferred to the State College in Ames, lowa. He
began his teaching career at Rocky Point, a rural school in Platte County, in 1927. A Bachelor’s degree in Education was awarded from
Central Missouri State College, Warrensburg, Missouri in 1934. Mr. Herndon was elected in 1935 and served 10 years as Superintendent of
Schools for Platte County. Each summer, he would load the family in a car and move to Columbia, Missouri until he received his
Master’s degree from the University of Missouri in 1942,

Mr. Herndon was a gardener, a hunter and it’s been said, ‘sure could yodel.’ He passed away in 1990, and his wife, Edith, passed
away in 2001. A daughter, now Mrs. Joanne Corlew, resides in the Raytown $chool District and a son, Gary, resides at Lake Winnebago.
